CITY, IA (DATE) – Residents will have the opportunity to share their ideas for improving CITY at a design workshop hosted by the CITY visioning committee at LOCATION on DAYS and DATES. This workshop is the culmination of an input-gathering process to identify transportation needs and opportunities for enhancements in CITY. This information collected at the workshop, along with results of other public input gathering events conducted earlier this spring, will be incorporated into a conceptual transportation and landscape enhancement plan.

The first day of the workshop features a visual quality assessment, during which residents will be asked to take digital photos of good views and bad views in CITY and to describe why they selected those views. Anyone in CITY is encouraged to take such photos. If you are unable to attend the workshop, but would like to submit your good and bad views ahead of time, contact COMMITTEE CONTACT PERSON at PHONE NUMBER to get instructions.

The second day of the workshop will include a public presentation of the needs and goals that have been identified by community members throughout the spring. For the remainder of the day, the visioning design team will use what they have learned to develop a conceptual plan that meets the goals and needs of CITY.
The workshop will conclude with a reception and review of the preliminary designs created during the workshop. The reception is from 5:00 pm to 7:00 pm at LOCATION and is open to the public.
