CITY, IA (DATE) – CITY has been chosen as one of 12 communities to participate in this year’s Iowa’s Living Roadways Community Visioning Program. Iowa State University is conducting a survey to learn residents’ opinions on how to improve the CITY’s landscape through transportation enhancements. The goal of the project is to develop a landscape plan that will graphically illustrate the vision of the community. Input from residents is an important part of this process and ideas about community design and enhancement are valuable to CITY visioning committee.

If you do not receive a postcard but would like to participate in the survey, simply leave the ID number blank when filling in the form.
In addition to the survey, the CITY visioning committee is conducting focus groups on DATE at DATE and a special places mapping workshop on DATE, from TIME TO TIME at LOCATION. These meetings are open to all residents. The results of the focus groups and special places mapping, along with the survey findings, will be the basis for the transportation enhancement plan for CITY.
