CITY, IA (DATE) – CITY is one of 12 communities participating in this year’s Iowa’s Living Roadways Community Visioning Program. Iowa State University is conducting an online survey to learn residents’ opinions on how to improve the CITY’s landscape through transportation enhancements. The goal of the project is to develop a landscape plan that will graphically illustrate the vision of the community. Input from residents is an important part of this process and ideas about community design and enhancement are valuable to CITY visioning committee.
Two weeks ago, postcards were mailed to randomly selected residents of CITY announcing an online survey. A unique identification number was printed on each postcard above the recipient’s name and address. In addition, during the next two weeks ISU student interns who are working with the visioning communities will be contacting postcard recipients who have not completed the survey, offering them the opportunity to complete the questionnaire over the telephone.

For postcard recipients without access to the Internet, a computer with the survey is available at LOCATION, or you can request a paper copy. If you do not receive a postcard but would like to participate in the survey, simply leave the ID number blank when filling in the form.
