Focus Groups Identify Community Needs and Opportunities

On DATE, CITY residents participated in a focus group workshop as part of the Iowa’s Living Roadways Community Visioning Program. The focus groups are part of an input-gathering process under way to identify transportation needs and opportunities for enhancements in CITY.

During the focus groups, participants identified on a map places where traveling around CITY is difficult as well as areas that are considered assets. 
Some of the major needs and opportunities that emerged are LIST SOME ISSUES THAT EMERGED. Participants identified LIST SOME PLACES MENTIONED as assets to the community.
Community residents can view the photos that represent the assets and barriers identified during the focus groups by visiting the Community Visioning website at www.communityvisioning.org. At the bottom of the page, under the heading “Transportation Maps,” click on “Explore the Map.” Once there, select “CITY” from the dropdown menu for “Communities,” then select “Focus Group” as the workshop, and click “Reload.”
The next step in the process will be a programming meeting to be set in the coming weeks. During this meeting, the CITY visioning committee will review the information they have gathered and identify priorities for the transportation enhancement plan for CITY.
