One board in particular, the matrix board is fantastic in terms of how much information it displays amongst the different user groups that participated in the focus groups, however it can be cumbersome to read on a computer so Jeff will send hard copies to the steering committee members so they can spread it out on the table and really "see" all the detail.  Jeff requested help with getting some addresses he might not have for steering committee members.

F.C. Jensen also talked about some "homework" he will assign to better facilitate our conversation in June about the assessments.  These will be prompting questions that can be answered ahead of time so that as a group we can go through them and in an orderly fashion collect feedback from steering committee members.    

The steering committee reviewed the individuals to invite to the transportation meeting and updated contact information for them.
